Personal Insights:        

         

What is Worship? 

Worship is the AWED response to the saving acts and 

praiseworthy character of God. 

 

Worship is the REVERENTIAL response of creation to the 

all-encompassing magnificence of God (Isa 6:1–6; Ps. 148). 

 

Who can worship? 

Only BELIEVERS - UNBELIEVERS can observe 

 

Where do you Worship? 

Look to scripture: ANYWHERE - desert, field, temple, 

synagogue, homes, church 

 

How do you worship? 

Are there Christian instruments, Christian songs, One BIBLE 

translation, order of worship, body posture, a particular TIME 

 

Are there non-negotiables for worship? 

Christ-focused, Bible-driven, expressing God’s heart, 

understandable, the goal is a DECISION 

 

How is worship accomplished?   

Through PEOPLE 

 

What does that look like practically? 

 

God is a God of order.  For example: 

• Your body has NINE systems 

• Jesus has set up FIVE systems for His Church 

 

Goal: Define, Communicate, and INVOLVE 



We will focus on each of Jesus’s systems for His church with 

THREE organizational processes: 

1. Ministry Action PLAN (MAP) 

2. Ministry Action TEAM (MAT) 

3. Ministry Action MEASURE (MAM) 

 

For Worship, FSBC will be a place where people celebrate the 

ongoing work of Jesus.  

 

If it happens on Sunday Morning, this is the WORSHIP MAT. 

 

Here are some areas in the Worship MAT: 

• Praise (Vocal & Instruments) Team 

• A/V Team 

• Special music/testimony Team 

• Research Team 

• Greeter Team 

• Security Team 

• Decorations Team 

 

What we will not do is NAG (Need, Available, Guilt) 

What we will do is GROW (Gift, Ready, Opp., Willing) 

Where do you see yourself?  We know that there is a place for 

everybody in Christ’s Church! 

Who do you talk to get involved? Phyllis, Edie, Bill 

What will be the CENTER of my life? Worship!
