There is a NEAR and FAR view in God's message.
e In the midst of the mess, there are STAGES.
e There is what is seen NOW but what will BE.
o This message encompassed ALL PEOPLE.

Personal Insights:

Before we can see GOOD news, we need to see the BAD.
e The message combines HOPE and JUDGEMENT
o This applied to the JUDGEMENT coming.
e Judgment ushers in the PROMISED SERVANT.
Personal Insights:

God has a pathway to RESTORATION.
e This message of God has an OLIVE BRANCH.
e The Holy God cannot be PASSIVE about sin.
o Ultimately, each person must DECIDE.
Personal Insights:

When we get caught up in the day-to-day grind, we can
miss what God is doing now — as well as His long-term
plans! Pause, reflect, and embrace the working of God!
